Act I:

Comm Officer - “ISD Subjugator now clear of the Astroid Belt Rear Admiral.”
RA TK-7764 - “Very well Comm, I felt the disturbance 1 parsect in the North direction” 

The Subjugator approaches closer to the area approximatly .5 parsects from where TK-7764 felt an unusual disturbance but not from the Force. More organic in nature, one that the Rear Admiral could not let go un-noticed.

Comm Officer – “Admiral! Sensors are picking up a vessel 10 clicks directly ahead, group identification is still unknown and It’s a Strike Cruiser class Sir”  

RA TK-7764 – “Approach the vessel on our right side then keep stationary 1.5 clicks away”

The ISD slows to a creep as it approaches the lifeless looking vessel. The Subjugator comes to a halt 1.5 clicks from the Strike Cruiser.

Nav Control – “Rear Admiral, we are in position as requested, Comm attempting to hail the vessel.”

RA TK-7764 – “Excellent, seems as though the ship is dead. Engines are stalled, no warning lights or active radar. Heh..not to mention the unusual position the ship is in.”

Nav Control – “Admrial”

RA TK-7764  – “Yes Control”

Comm Officer – “No response to hailing, but we do have an identification on the vessel.”

RA TK-7764  – “Well?? Speak quickly!”

Comm Officer – “Sir, it is Rogue Dark Brotherhood Medical vessel…”

A silence comes over the bridge. RA TK-7764 squints his eye’s and begins a deep thought, almost as if he engaged in meditation right there at the bridge window.

RA TK-7764 thinks to himself – “Why the hell would the medical branch of the rDB abandon a Strike Cruiser this close to the Lyarna System?”

RA TK-7764 – “Comm, send over a scout team. I want an indepth life form/Atmosphere scan.”

Comm Officer – “Yes Rear Admrial”

The scout team consisting of a single TIE Advanced from Nemesis Squadron and ATR Rejector are launched from the Subjugator opened. The T/A is to oversee the transport’s scan mission. After docking to the rDB Cruiser the ATR scans both life force and atmospheric. The Rejector completes it’s task and transmits the data to the Subjugator’s bridge. Unknown to the ISD crew the medical cruiser has a security trip that launches Droid controlled Z-95’s. 

TIE Pilot – “Subjugator! We have Z-95 Headhunter deployment!”

RA TK-7764 – “I heard that transmission Comm. Damnit! We should have expected some type of security trip. Inform the Pilot to make waste of the Droids and return ASAP and keep clear of the Vessel. It will fire upon any craft in it’s range.”

Comm Officer – “Yes Sir!……T/A Nemesis, engage the Z-95’s and return to base!”
As the TIE cleans up the Z-95 Droids, RA TK-7764 reads over the data supplied by the ATR. All of the vessel logs have been collected from refueling and supply inventory to previous dockings and radio transmissions.

RA TK-7764 – “So…it seems this Strike Cruiser was outbound from a Medical Facility. No significant inventory list, no special cargo manifest, nothing. A distress signal was attempted but unsuccessful.”

Comm Officer – “Raer Admiral, you’ll find the atmospheric readings interesting.”

RA TK-7764 begins to read the Atmospheric readings and his eye’s open wide. He turns to the bridge officers quickly.

RA TK-7764 – “Comm! inform Nemesis now, The cruiser must be destroyed at once!”

Comm Officer – “Yes Sir!?!?”

RA TK-7764 – “Send a Reload Vehicle for rearming of the TIE Advanced.”

TK-7764 turns back to the bridge window. The Comm Officer along with the others wait anxiously for the Admiral to explain his actions.

RA TK-7764 speaks to the bridge crew – “That Cruiser was contaminated with some unknown biological agent or virus. Data showed 10 dead human lifeforms. We will not take chances.”

The TIE Interceptor docks back with the Subjugator and RA TK-7764 commands Nav Control to follow the exact route the medical crusier came from according to its navigational data.

RA TK-7764 thinking to himself – “Indeed needs further investigated, especially since there very well may be an enemy Facility near that’s housing a possible deadly Biological agent.”
